Academic year: Kandahar and Nangarhar provinces are warm climate. All other provinces are 
cold climate. 

Cold Climate: March – December

 Years of study required to earn a bachelor's degree: 4 years 
 

 The language of instruction in universities: Dari/Farsi in the areas where majority 
speak the language, Pashto in the Pashto speaking areas, and English in a number of 
private institutions of higher education. Engineering and Medicine schools have some 
courses and handouts in English.
